It examines the influence of different

biomes on the economy, the changing structure of racism and social classes, as well as the ongoing

impacts of Brazilian history on the present.

As an interactive platform, the seminar not only offers theoretical knowledge but also serves as a space for 

dialogue about Brazil's current changes and highlights the relevance of these developments.
